Neustonology deals with the minute orga­
nisms that float in surface film of water. 
This is the first monograph published on the 
biology of the sea surface. It describes 
methods of analyzing the structure, compo­
sition, density, ecology, dynamics, and dis­
tribution of the neuston, It discusses the 
neuston's important role in the reproduction 
of marine or ganisms and the cycle of sub­
stances in nature. The book evaluates the 
significance of neustonology in measuring the 
utilization, regeneration, and protection of 
the world's marine resources.
