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Brazil is not at present 8. large produc'On~ of fish, when its 
population is taken into consideration. In 1946 the total prodl~ction 
for market was estimated at about 122,000,000 kilogmms, val1len at 
about Cr$355,000,000 (a little under US$20,OOO, 000), based 0;1 the 
average price i'eceivedby the fisherman, estinated at Cr$2.90 per 
kilogram. The retail value viould of course be l~lUCh higher. 

There are great possibilities 9f expanding and improving t~le 
fishing industry in Brazil, with benefit not onl" to the fisl1em.an 
but also to the nutrition and health of th9 consuming public. The 
greatest obstacles to the development of the i ndustry have been' its 
lack of modern eqUipment, unsatisfactol'lj marketing arranGements, and 
above all the absence of adequate refrigerated storage and transporta­
tion facilities for its perishable product. Small returns to fis her­
men, inefficient and unsanitary r!1ar:ceting conditions, and inability 
to deliver fish in good condition to inland communities have serious­
ly retarded the 'development of the industry.

- Every Brazilian COilD.;18rcial fisherman 
is required by law to join th8 "Colony" of the locality in which he 
lives or docks his boat. These Colonies of some 150 men each are 
supposed to contribute to the social, education?l, and ecor-lomic wel­
fare of thei~ mE:inbers~ In each State tr~0Y combine to fom. a federa­
tion. These, in turn, mal::o up the General Confsderation of' -4:.110 Fisher­
men of Brazil (Confederacao Go-al dos-Pescadoros do Brasil), with , 
headquarters in Rio de Janeiro. '1'he entire or~~anization is in urgent 
need of reform, if it is to serve its TIl91!1bers :tn an efficient man!ler.

It i s 
indispensable to p roper policing that' t he Mi n i s try of Ma rine be granted 
t he authori t y t o p revent s uch pr a ct i ces as t he u s e of drag ne t s wi thin 
t he three- mi l e limit or in pl aces cons i de r ed br eed i ng grounds , the use ' 
of fixed traps prohibi ted by law , t he pour i ng of oi l on inshor e wa ters , 
and fishing by pO i s on s or explosive~ . ' Conservat i on measures are essent ial 
to the futu r e devel o¥ nent of Braz i l' s f i shing i ndus t ry. 

Re~.~E-.~}~ in. pjscicu~_~ should be expanded accor d i ng to some 
genera l nati"ona l pla n 't o be dete rmined sc i e'ntifi call y by i-nt e re s t e d 
Federa l and State a genc i es . It is suggested t hat a t l eas t n i ne new 
well- equi pped experiment stations i'J i ll be needed for t he work , i f' t he 
des ired thorou['.;hness i s to be achieved . 

~usi.op_s_. - The co nclusions reach ed by t he Connnissi on on F i sh­
ing and Fisheries mi ght be s UY(H!lar i zed as fo l l ows :
